f Proposed to Erect Two-Story Brick
And Concrete Addition
Perkasie, Oct. 8??? An extensive addi-

:ion to its present plant is planned by
the Perkasie Silk Company, which or>-

arates the silk throwing mill on Ninth
street, here.

The company, one of the busiest in
-he community at the present time,
las 149 persons on the pay roli, and
lolds contracts which officials say will
keep the entire force busy throughout
the year. ;

The addition will take the form. of
a two-story brick and concrete annex
o the present plant, measuring 50 by
L60 feet, on the ground plan. 'It is "to
be built 'between the present building
and the sidewalk, and will extend the
entire length of the present plant

This plan of enlargement leaves the
company with the entire northern half
of its lot for a projected knitting mill,
A-hich is part of the company's plan
for future expansion.

Since the new owners took possession

of the mill a little inore than a
irear ago, extensive alterations and inv
>rovements have been, made a number
Df times, including the installation of
lew machinery valued at thousands of
dollars.
